3. Review & Approval of February 10, 2022, Legal Action Report and Meeting 
Minutes – Member dos Santos moved to approve the Legal Action Report 
and Meeting Minutes, and member Stratton duly seconded the motion.

4. Control System Operations Section (CSOS) – Adam Foster, Water Control 

Systems Manager, provided a presentation on Tucson Water’s Control Systems

Control and Data Acquisition (SCADA) system. Mr. Foster fielded and 
answered questions from the subcommittee.

provided an overview of a pilot program to remove PFAS from groundwater at 
Tucson Water wellsite C-007A. The presentation included a review of wellsite 
testing results in Tucson Water’s service area, a discussion of proposed PFAS  
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plume monitoring activities, and a discussion of the ion-exchange system 
installed at C-007A for PFAS remediation. Mr. Mahmoudi indicated that the 
pilot has been a success, with no PFAS detected in water flowing from the 
project outfall. Discussion ensued.
