Grass areas installed closer than ten (10) feet to a street
and/or in front of entryways to residential neighborhoods or subdivisions
where-otherrecreational-amenities-do-not-exist-unless associated with
recreational activities.

7.6.4.D.3 Except as provided by Section 7.6.4.A.4.c(6), Exceptions for
Oasis Limitations, functional ornamental turf areas are allowed only within
an oasis and may only be 50% of the total oasis allowance.
