f) HB2020 - Long-term storage; stormwater; rainwater; rules 
g) HB2030 - Cities; towns; water service; audit 
h) HB2027 - Subsequent AMAs; assured water supply 
i) Ch. 62, Laws 2024 (HB2055 - Underground water storage; permitting) 
j) HB2123 - Wells; water measuring devices; prohibition 
k) HB2186 - Brackish groundwater incentive 
l) HB2060 - Irrigation non-expansion area; substitution; acres 
m) HB2063 - Exempt wells; certificate; groundwater use
